Clothing & Packing List

Limit your luggage to 1 trunk (optional) and 1 duffel bag or 2 duffel bags. It is not necessary to have a trunk or plastic shelving. Be mindful of the weight of your baggage – if you can’t lift it, neither can we. Mark your luggage clearly with the tags provided. We suggest simple serviceable clothing. Social and Shabbat functions are also simple and informal. If in doubt, leave it out to avoid overcrowding in the tents. While we encourage campers to bring their musical instruments, we also strongly urge you to leave your valuables at home as Camp Biluim will not be held responsible for loss or damage to campers’ belongings.
