Mail, Email & Online Photos

Incoming mail and email is distributed daily at camp (Monday to Friday). Campers look forward to receiving news form home and we urge you to write your campers regularly. Please provide your child with pre stamped envelopes. If you are sending a parcel, please ensure that the sender and recipient are clearly marked. All parcels will be opened by a staff member in the presence of the camper and all contraband items (like gum and food) will be confiscated. If you prefer to send emails, we are excited to tell you about our partnership with Bunk1.com. Bunk 1’s website services are secure, easy to use, and let you stay in touch with your camper all summer long.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

How do I view pictures? Follow the instructions above except, after registering, simply sign in and click on the Photo Gallery button. Photos are kept in folders found on the left side of the page below the words “Image Folders”. Click on any folder to see the pictures within that folder. You can even purchase prints or other photo gifts (e.g., t-shirts, mugs) of your favorite pictures. There is no cost to view pictures.

How do I send a bunk note (one way e-mail) to my camper? Follow the instructions above except, after registering, simply sign in and click on the Bunk Notes button. Enter your campers name, select the correct cabin, type your message, and hit the “send” button.

Can other relatives use these services? Certainly. Once you have set up your account, you will be able to invite other people to access these services.

Why are you switching from your old system? There are two main reasons we are switching to a new system – the first is security. With Bunk 1’s services, we can better track who has access to the camp photos and who sends messages to campers. This allows you to ensure that no inappropriate users have access to pictures of your camper, as required by COPPA (the Children’s Online Privacy Protection Act). The second reason we are switching is so that we can focus our staff resources on providing an enriching experience for your camper, and not sorting e-mails. In recent years the volume of e-mails has steadily increased, using up more and more staff time and resources to handle. While we encourage the communication between you and your camper, we thought it best to move to a system that would make it easier for us to manage the incoming email. We appreciate your assistance in helping to support this new system.

Why do I have to pay to send Bunk Notes (one way e-mail)? Each morning, the bunk notes system bundles and sorts the messages for us to print out and distribute to campers. It also protects us from computer viruses and allows us to easily manage these emails. Your payment helps us cover the cost of the system, paper, ink and labor. Bunk Note credits cost $1 each and are purchased in packs of various sizes.

What do I do if I lost my username and password? You can get it online  by going to www.Bunk1.com and clicking on the link “Lost Your Password?” (to the left of the page below the sign in button). You will receive an email with your username and password within a few minutes.

Telephone Calls
Campers are not permitted to receive or make any calls to or from camp. Parents may call their child on his/her birthday only. If your child has a birthday during the summer season, call our office the day before the birthday so that we can ensure that your child will be in the office to accept your call. Please note that communication devices of any kind (pagers, cell phones, i-phones, blackberries etc.) are strictly forbidden and should not even come to camp with your child. Please make sure you have their cell phones in your possession before they board the bus to camp.
Laundry
Laundry is done once a week. Clothing should be colorfast as it is machine laundered and every item should be well labeled/marked. All campers will have the opportunity to claim lost and found articles during the summer and at the end of camp. Items that are not labeled and not claimed by the campers will be donated to a local clothing bank based in Montreal.
Tuck & Spending Money
A portion of the camp fee is allocated to cover expenses such as tuck (treats), the camp t-shirt, the LIT sweatshirt and camp photograph. We will bill you for any medical expenses (prescriptions and such) incurred over the course of the summer and send you the receipts so that you can make a claim with your insurance company. Personal spending money, to be used by campers when we take them out on field trips, is not included in the camp fee. We suggest at least $60 for first session LIT campers and $20 for Giborim, Goshrim, Kochot and second session LIT campers. This pocket money can be held in the office for your camper. To do this, simply place the cash in a sealed envelope with your campers name on it and hand it to a staff member as your child boards the bus to camp.

Our Menu
A Kosher caterer supplies all camp food. In addition to our regular menu, a supplementary vegetarian menu and lactose friendly options are also available. Our menus are reviewed by a nutritionist. If your child requires a special diet, please ensure that you complete the enclosed Special Diet form. Camp Kinneret is a peanut-sensitive environment. We therefore ask for your cooperation. Please do not send food to camp with your child. We will find it and it will be confiscated.

Visitor’s Day - Sunday August 1
Visitor’s Day falls on the last day of the first session and is for 1st session and full summer campers only. Campers leaving on this day will travel home with their parents. Please note that you will be permitted to visit your child on this date ONLY unless the Camp Director is informed of special circumstances and alternative arrangements have been made. 

Visitors Day has been designed so that parents and campers can share experiences on the campsite, meet our staff, and enjoy a pleasant day together.  Campers look forward to this day because it gives them the opportunity to show their achievements and surroundings to their families and friends.
10:00am  Visitors are welcomed onto the camp grounds

11:00am  Mifkad (flagpole) Ceremony

11:30am  Presentation prepared by the campers and staff

12:30pm  Dessert reception.

Following the presentation campers are permitted to leave with their parents. Campers remaining for the second session must return to camp by 4:00pm. 
Driving Directions to Camp Kinneret (184 Rue Harisson) from Montreal

Once you get onto the 15 North, the entire trip is approximately 130 km and should take you about 1.5 hours if you travel at a consistent speed of 100km/h. 
►
Travel North on Highway 15 towards Ste. Agathe. Continue passed Ste. Agathe on the 15 North which will eventually become the 117 North. (Stay on the 15 North and don’t get off at the 117 sign that you see before Ste. Agathe). 

►
Continue on the 117 North and take exit 119 -‘Montee Ryan’. 

►
Turn right onto Montee Ryan and continue until you arrive at the traffic circle. Essentially, you want to turn left here onto the 327 North (aka Rue du Village) so exit the circle after turning 270 degrees.

►
Continue on the 327 North and turn left onto Chemin du Lac Mercier following the signs that read “Labelle and La Conception” (This road is found immediately before Mercier lake so if the lake is on your left you have missed your turn!). 

►
Continue on Chemin du Lac Mercier and take your first right onto Rue Harrison. Travel one minute and you will arrive at Camp Kinneret!

Camp Kinneret Code of Conduct Agreement

The success of Camp Kinneret (the “Camp”) depends in large part upon the commitment and participation of every camper.  To that end, it is understood that the undersigned (the “Camper”) has chosen to be a willing and integral participant in the building of our very special community at the Camp.  In order to best attain this goal, the Camp has determined that all campers and their parents/guardians must agree to comply with the following Code of Conduct.
In order to ensure that the camper will derive the greatest benefit from the Camper’s experience and to help ensure the safety and security of all participants, the Camper and the Parents/Guardians of the camper hereby acknowledge and agree to the following:

1 
The Camper will not use or be in possession of alcohol, drugs (other than drugs prescribed to the Camper before or during the Camp which are under the supervision of the Camp’s medical professional), or drug related paraphernalia, including but not limited to rolling papers and pipes.

2 The Camper will not use or be in possession of cigarettes or other tobacco products.

3 The Camper will respect all areas of the Camp that are considered off limits and will not leave the campgrounds unless under staff supervision.

4 The Camper will not pierce or tattoo any part of the Camper’s body during the summer.

5 The Camper will not gamble.

6 The Camper understands that the Camp’s program is mandatory and agrees to be a positive and active participant in the entire program.

7 The Camper will not vandalize, steal or abuse any property that is not his/hers.

8 The Camper will not use or be in possession of a cellular telephone, pager or other communication device during the Camp session.

9 The Camper will not light matches, lighters, burn mosquito coils or operate a kettle unless a staff member has given permission to do so.

10 The Camper will refrain from any behavior that Camp staff deems to be unacceptable and/or detrimental to the Camp program.
The Camper understands that violation of any of these rules by the Camper will result in disciplinary action and/or dismissal from Camp. The Camper understands that the Camp reserves the right to check all personal belongings of the camper upon arrival at camp and that the Camp further reserves the right to do random checks throughout the camping season.

This agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the province of Quebec and the courts of the Judicial District of Montreal shall have exclusive jurisdiction in respect of any proceeding in connection with this agreement.
